· Signed and Filled out Permission Form, and $185*
· Comfortable loose clothes for four days and for hot and cold weather (hot days, cold outdoor nights).
· Extra socks
· One or more swimsuits:

· Guys=trunks

· Girls=Modest one pieces, or two peace with a shirt over it.

· Two Towels

· Hat (to protect from the sun)

· Toiletries: i.e. shampoo, conditioner, soap, toothpaste, toothbrush, deodorant, lotion, etc.

· Sunscreen!

· Bug Spray!

· Refillable water bottle

· AIR MATRESS or FOAM SLEEPING MAT (our campsite has rocky ground)

· Tent if you have one (notify Perrin)

· Sleeping Bag

· Pillow

· Comfortable and supporting walking shoes or hiking boots (for hiking)

· Flip-flops or sandals (for around the lakefront/swimming).

· Bible, Rosary, Journal and pen

· Spending money, for:

· Souvenirs (if desired)

· Showers ($3 for 5 minutes; plan out how many days you plan to use the showers, and bring that much money).

· Eating out (one meal may be taken at the local burger place near the campsite)

· BACKPACK (this will be used on hikes, and to store changes of cloths for days we do both hiking and swimming).

· Water toys (we’re walking distance from the lake front, so pool toys and the like would make for a fun time)

· Camera (disposable, film or digital)

· Cell Phone (they will be collected and handed out only during appropriate times).

· Snack food to share (bag of chips, cookies, etc.)

· Camp Chair
