6:35 Meeting was opened.
Minutes of Nov 3, 2009 meeting approved.  Motion was made by Lori, seconded by Vince.
Principal’s Report

The school is getting ready for Christmas.  The 8th graders have started testing for high schools next year.  The majority have applied to St. Vincent’s with some applying to Marin Catholic and St. Ignatius.  Long range planning and budget preparations for next school year have begun already.

Treasurer’s Report

-The Christmas luncheon was last Friday and appears to have been a HUGE success!  Here are preliminary numbers of net proceeds:

Boutique: $2,398

Class baskets: $3,337

Bingo: $780

Bar: $588

Next 50 Years Raffle: $833

Artwork Sales: $385

With 224 in attendance (22 comp’d), the net income is $8,244.  This is $4,634 OVER the PTG forecasted income!  All of the prices remained the same with the exception of the main ticket price which increased by $5 to $35; this didn’t seem to have had any affect on attendance.  We were very happy with the reception of the new Next 50 Years raffle.
-The Father/Daughter Dance was last Saturday night and appears to have been a success as well.  Attendance was 66 couples, up from an estimate of 60.  Preliminarily, it has a net income of $1,580 which is $20 over the PTG forecast of $1,560.

Next 50 Year Raffle

At the raffle kick-off on Friday December 4 at the Christmas luncheon, tickets #1 thru 52 were sold.  The $200 American Express gift card was drawn and the winner went home with her gift card.  Her ticket was returned with the rest of the stubs; all have been placed in the school safe for security purposes.  The next gift card drawing will be at the 6:30pm PTG Meeting on January 12 in the teachers lounge.  It was suggested that this raffle have it’s own PTG account on the income statement, separate from the Christmas luncheon, so that it can be accurately tracked.  There was discussion of how to roll out and distribute the raffle information from here.  It was decided to wait until January since we just sold the booster cards and it’s Christmastime.  It was agreed that information would be sent home with the children in 1/6 Wednesday Windows and after masses in January.  Tina offered to translate into Spanish and speak after the 12:00 mass as well.  It will be on c-Market with the auction in the spring.  A mailing will be sent to the alumni.
Superbowl Pool and Pasta Dinner

It seems too soon to put together a pasta dinner and Superbowl pool by the end of January, so we are going to do the Superbowl pool only.  Stacey Randall has agreed to help with this.  We will pend the pasta dinner for the future.
Restaurant of the Month Update

Pasta Pomodoro is the restaurant for the month of December with a special OLL night on Dec 15th.  They should have the flier when dining but will probably accept writing “OLL” on the receipt if the flier has been forgotten.
