PTG Website

All agreed to post a group photo in order to increase our familiarity to the school parents.  It was pointed out that with the minutes posted on the website that our names and the minutes come up on Google.  All agreed that the minutes from now on will read with first names only in order to maintain some degree of privacy.

Christmas Luncheon Update

Rose reported that we are in the process of selecting a caterer and have 3 bids so far.  The budgeted amount may not be enough and the Board was asked to consider raising the ticket price.  Once all bids are in, Rose will consult the Board for a final decision on the ticket price.  Invitations will be printed in-house which should help cut costs.

The kickoff announcement will be at the PTG meeting tonight.  The first one will be on Oct 20 at Grazie.  They will be giving 10% back for any dine or take out; the flier is needed for the school to get credit.  A flier will be in Wednesday Windows and also in the church bulletin and on the marquis.  November will be Fernandos Mexican Restaurant.  December will be La Coppa Coffee: for every pound of coffee sold they will give $5 back.
Wrapping Paper Fundraiser

So far, $6,800 has come in and there are still orders remaining.  Still no chair for next year but Jill has offered to select the vendor before she leaves.

Auction Update

The auction planning seems to be in good shape so far.  Jennifer P. is going to be a co-chair, Jesse B. will be the solicitation chair and Kristin R will be the C-Market chair.  Casey D. has organized a great deal at Jacuzzi winery for $3,000 instead of the usual cost of $15,000; we will have the entire winery to ourselves on Sat May 1st, 2010.  It will have food stations instead of a sit down dinner with a wine pour and olive oil tasting prior to eating.  The regular ticket price will stay the same at $65 but there will be 50-60 special tickets sold for $120 each that will include transportation, hors d’oeuvres and a special tasting.
Year Round Raffle

Vince reported that there is a Diocese rule that we can’t sell raffle tickets online and this is the centerpiece to soliciting buyers outside of school.  Patrick is going to check further into this to ask for more information.  Vince is going to get a full proposal to Patrick so that when he contacts the Dioces he can review the entire plan and ask all questions at once.  The plan is once this is hopefully approved, to begin selling these asap and perhaps begin at the Christmas Luncheon.
