Principal’s Report

-Hall: There is a 2 page document now available with information regarding use of the hall since it has been newly updated.  She will email it to the PTG.  There is no longer a curtain on the stage.

-Back to School Nights: Middle School is this Wed and will be very different from the past.  There will be a general meeting with a panel of the teachers instead of going to all of the separate classrooms.  After, everyone will go to the homerooms to discuss things of general interest to all.  The Elementary school is on Thurs and will begin with a general introduction in the hall and then will return to the classrooms for more specific information.

-50th Anniversary: This Sunday is the final event for the 50th anniversary celebration, but is also the beginning of the next 50 years.  The Bishop will be there at 10:30 mass which will be followed by a brunch in the hall.  Students who attend in full dress uniform may have PODD dress on Monday.

-Parish Picnic: The Parish picnic will be held this year at Miwok Park on Sun Sept 27th.  Ms. Maino wants more school support this year and will have a prize for the class with the most students in attendance.  There will be a bouncy house and the youth group will be hosting children’s games.

-Middle School is going on a field trip next week to see the King Tut exhibit.

-It has been a good beginning to the school year so far.  Lunch has been calmer with less noise, confusion and more emphasis on manners.  Hot lunch begins on Wednesday.  Our enrollment is at 229 currently which is slightly higher than was originally projected.

50/50 Raffle

A large raffle has been proposed to begin now and end at the auction next spring.  The goal is to reach out to the greater community, not just our families.  Vince proposed $50 per ticket with a maximum of 5,000 tickets, using the Dream House concept.  It would have it’s own website and we could use the school’s online Paypal program for payments.  There would be smaller prizes along the way.  Vince has already contacted the rectory about legal guidelines.  Father had strong concerns about gambling at our church and how the funds would be handled.  There would have to be tight controls and many checks and balances regarding the money.  There was discussion about having a lower ticket price, around $20 each.  It was suggested that smaller prizes be attached to number of tickets sold, not to a specific date.  There would be advertising and website expenses but that would come out of the PTG’s portion.  It would be good to advertise this to the Hispanic population also.

Treasurer’s Report

Forecasted revenue items for 09/10 were adjusted after last PTG meeting.  The new estimated balance is about $25,000 which is where the Board already agreed we’d like to be for any “rainy days”.  There was a discussion about putting the pasta dinner together with the superbowl pool.  Saturday Jan 30 following 5:00 mass was proposed.  Advertising to the parish could be with postcards to try something new.
